	OBJECTIVE:     Evaluation of student’s capability to cut a center rafter type ventilation hole on a 

                           high pitch roof prop in full P.P.E. from a roof ladder.



	SCENARIO:      Single family residence with a pitched gable roof, requiring a roof ladder to safely work

                           on the roof.



	PROPS AND EQUIPMENT NEEDED:

                           1.   High pitched roof prop (16'x16' pitched roof prop, braced 2x4 construction, 2' on 

                                 center, 1/2” OSB or plywood, 90 lb composition)

                           2.   Pick head axe with scabbard

                           3.   Chain saw (Stihl 044 / 440 MS with carbide tip chain)

                           4.   6' rubbish hook

                           5.   16' roof ladder

                           6.   Ground ladder simulator

                           7.   Students are required to be in full P.P.E., including SCBA



	ESTABLISH TESTING ENVIRONMENT

                           1.   Place ground ladder simulator

                           2.   Place 16' roof ladder next to ground ladder simulator with inside beam of roof ladder

                                 approximately 2" outside of rafter

                           3.   Student at base of ground ladder simulator, full P.P.E. except regulator detached

                           4.   Instructor or designated assistant acting as backup firefighter only-required to have

                                 helmet, eye protection and hearing protection.

                           5.   Start test time when instructor tells student to lock-in regulator

                           6.   End test time when student returns to ground level



	GRADING CRITERIA

                          A.   2-Deficiency Points

                                 1.   Student’s foot touches roof, except for on ladder or on pick head axe

                                 2.   Student sounds on only one side of roof ladder

                                 3.   Unsafe hesitation or fumbling with equipment

                                 4.   Student fails to simulate punching through ceiling

                                 5.   Poor chain saw skills (i.e., cutting through rafters, unable to use both hands

                                       effectively, opening throttle with brake on, does not intersect cuts)

                          B.   5-Deficiency Points (AND FAILURE OF EVENT)
                                 1.   Does not place unused tools in safe location (i.e., at peak, on roof ladder)

                                 2.   Chain brake not on during body position changes or transferring tool

                                 3.   Does not cut hole with one rafter exposed and lateral perimeter within 4" of 

                                       adjoining rafters

                                 4.   Height of hole less than 16"

                                 5.   Dangerous chain saw handling (loss of balance, loss of control of the saw)

                                 6.   Unable to accomplish task within 3 minutes 15 seconds

Correct order of cuts:

Method #1: Head (locate 3 rafters), outside parallel, partial base, inside parallel, finish base

Method #2: Head (locate 3 rafters), outside parallel, partial base, finish base, inside parallel

11 ____
Chain brake on when changing body positions or transferring saw

12 ____
Student shuts saw off / saw placed in “Warm Start” mode

13 ____
Louver panel for an unobstructed opening

14 ____
Simulate poking through ceiling

15 ____
Descend roof ladder

16 ____
Test ends when student reaches ground level (Stop Time)

17 ____
Student verbally discusses roof safety and building construction
